At each stage, review project
description, supplemental
documents, explanatory videos

& podcasts, & your own notes;
assess your work by the highest of
standards & expectations.

Read your report as a member of
your audience; anticipate reader’s
needs & expectations.

Use apropriate, professional
language; explain your OoS &
research in direct, economical
statements that are accurate,
detailed, and complete.

Describe everything from a
systematic, disciplined, researcher-
designer perspective; when you
draw on personal experience &
resources (including friends &
family members during research),
present these things in relation to
the project & 00S, not you.

Check the consistency &
professionalism of all images,
tables; check image content, clarity,
size(s), figure numbers, captions; do
not split tables across pages; check
table numbers, titles, formatting.

Study submission requirements;
double check file names, file
formats; & file locations.
